EKFRASTIČNA POEZIJA / ECPHRASTIC POETRY

Uvod

These materials are designed to facilitate the development of pupil/student professional literacy via the utilisation of ecphrastic poetry. The targeted subjects include: physics, chemistry, biology, computing, mathematics, music, geography and history. It is assumed that the pupils/students have previously learnt about the structure of different types of poetry as this content is not addressed in these materials.


EKFRASTIČNA POEZIJA …


	For each identified subject, presentation notes and an associated worksheet are provided. Both documents are provided as source files (Microsoft Powerpoint and Word) and as PDFs. 

For each subject, the presentation notes identify a number of stimulus images. For each stimulus image one (or more) examples of poetry are provided which have been written in an ecphrastic manner as a result of what subject-related concept is evoked by the stimulus image. The included poetry types are haiku, cinquain, acrostic, concrete, limerick and free verse. Additionally, each presentation also identifies an example of whereby the lyrics of a song have been re-worded to suit a particular concept. 

The activity consists of five images which have been carefully selected to provide the pupils/students with ample opportunity to develop their professional literacy in an ecphrastic manner.

It should be noted that these materials are designed to provide only an introduction. The onus is on individual teachers to use these materials as a foundation for other learning or assessment activities.
