The lawful basis for personal data processing is Article 6 (1) of the General Data Protection
Regulation, point (b) — processing is necessary for the performance of a contract; the Code of
Obligations (Ur. |. RS No. 83/01, 32/04, 40/07); the Copyright and Related Rights Act (Ur. I. RS
No. 139/06, 68/08).

e Users or categories of users of personal data if such exist:
Personal data shall not be transferred to third parties.

¢ Information on the transfer of personal data to a third country or international
organization:
Personal data shall not be transferred to a third country or international organization.

¢ The retention period for personal data or, where this is not possible, the criteria used to
determine said period:
If the article is published, the personal data will be retained permanently, except for the
telephone number and email address which will be deleted permanently two months after
publishing the article, or until consent is withdrawn.
