 Shawn Mendes 

They say the second album is the hardest. Usually, 

you put your whole life into your first record, but 

then have to make the follow-up project under 

pressure, in a rush. But that’s not how it worked out 

for Shawn Mendes, whose 2015 

debut Handwritten entered the Billboard charts at 

Number One and spun off four platinum singles. “It 

was actually kind of the opposite for me,” he says. 

“I’m really proud of Handwritten, but we had to get 

it done in five months – I couldn’t really pay 

attention to the production. This time, I knew I 

would be standing next to the producer the whole 

time and making sure it was exactly what I wanted.”  

With Illuminate, Mendes reveals a growth and maturity, a greater sense of ambition and 

exploration. Recorded with producer Jake Gosling the album brings the young songwriter 

into new territory both musically and emotionally. And no one was more surprised than 

Shawn himself by what emerged during the recording sessions. 

“I was just looking for whatever happened, whatever came straight from the heart,” he says. 

“It was a really different experience. I found that there was more of me in every song. It was 

really magical.” 

Not that Mendes hadn’t already seen the impact that music can have up close. After 

becoming one of the world’s most-followed musicians online, he was discovered by artist 

manager Andrew Gertler.   

When he had to go back into the studio, he started with some of the same people who 

joined him on Handwritten, including hit songwriters Scott Harris and Teddy Geiger. 

Eventually, though, Mendes did bring in some other contributors for Illuminate, and a bit of 

mentoring from someone especially important to the young artist. 

“I had been listening non-stop to John Mayer’s Continuum album,” says Mendes. “What I 

picked up was not just that the music was phenomenal, but that every single song had 

different meanings to me and my friends. It made every one of us happy, and I found that it 

was an unusual album in that it made friendships stronger. So that became my goal for the 

album, to create something that would help build relationships.” 
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He got to fully realize this vision when Mayer himself helped Shawn craft his songwriting and 

guitar-playing skills. Mostly, though, what he learned from the experience was the same 

lesson he took from touring with the likes of Taylor Swift and Ed Sheeran. “They all work 

their asses off—it’s fun, but it’s not all fun and games. I watch them and know that I need to 

keep working hard for the rest of my career.” 

On the eve of a sold-out world tour, Mendes noted that more than anything, his time on the 

road has helped him find his direction. “Touring is the number one way of figuring out where 

to take the music,” he says. With Illuminate, Shawn Mendes proves that he’s making music 

for the long run, and that he’s looking beyond hits and toward a real career. And he’s rightly 

proud of what his new songs represent.            

“It was very easy to make this music,” he says. “I found a whole new voice. I feel like I really 

know myself right now. I just hope the world views me as who I am. It’s hard for millions of 

people to really understand a person without sitting and talking to them, but music is one of 

the fastest ways to learn about somebody.” 

“I needed to get these songs out of me,” he continues, “but I’m ready to go write albums 

three, four, and five. I just have so many more songs to write.”

Why has the game caused so much controversy?  

The official age rating is 12, due to “frequent scenes of mild violence,” (6) _______, it’s not 

murderous or bloody. Parents have complained about how the difficulty of staying alive to 

the end has made the game highly addictive. The game leaves their children feeling tired and 

unsociable after playing it for hours. Moreover, some children buy too many add-ons that 

their parents have to pay off.

Tekmovalec opiše enega od Arnoldovih notranjih bojev ali pa bojev z drugimi in 
predstavi njihove posledice/učinke/rezultate; izrazi svoje stališče do predstavljene 
Arnoldove bitke. Pojasni, ali vidi glede tega kakšne podobnosti med njim in Arnoldom 
in to podkrepi. (Več o pričakovani vsebini v nadaljevanju). 

Besedilo je povsem ustrezno zaokroženo in miselno urejeno. Jezikovno je bogato, 
slogovno povsem ustrezno in usklajeno z vsebino oz. nalogo. Pričakujemo nevtralen 
slog (glede na namen).  

7–8 Vsebina ustreza nalogi. Iztočnici sta neposredno ali posredno upoštevani (in je to 
mogoče razbrati), dokaj ustrezno razviti, več je naštevanja oz. navajanja vsebine.  

Besedilo je ustrezno povezano in zaokroženo. Jezikovno je pestro in slogovno 
ustrezno.  

5–6 Vsebina večinoma ustreza nalogi, tekmovalec pretežno predstavlja, našteva in manj 
razlaga oz. pojasnjuje oz. podkrepi.   

Notranja koherentnost je zrahljana. Besedilo je jezikovno ustrezno, a morfološko in 
skladenjsko skromnejše. Prisotne so slogovne šibkosti (npr. leporečenje, preslabo 
upoštevanje navedene situacije).  

3–4 Vsebina delno ustreza nalogi. Besedilo je pretežno obnova/povzetek/navedbe iz 
romana oziroma dogodkov, naštevanje več tem oz. izhodišč brez ustrezne razvitosti. 
Besedilo je lahko zaradi tega predolgo.  

Besedilo deluje premalo povezano. Prisotne so številne slogovne šibkosti (npr. 
zastranjevanje). Jezikovno je še ustrezno, a skromno na morfološki in skladenjski 
ravnini. 

1–2 Vsebina je večinoma neusklajena z zahtevami naloge. Tekmovalec se močno odmakne 
od predvidene teme. 

Besedilo je predvsem obnova oziroma naštevanje brez podkrepitev, lastnih stališč itd. 
Jezikovno in slogovno je sestavek manj ustrezen. Dolžina močno odstopa od 
predvidene. 

0 Vsebina je nerelevantna. Tekmovalec piše o povsem drugih temah. 
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Značilnosti vsebine prvega sestavka 
 
1. Del (dvodelen):  
Tekmovalec opiše enega od Arnoldovih bojev - izmed številnih možnih iz romana. Lahko so 

simbolni boji ali pa fizični spopadi:   

 O svoji razdvojenosti: Who am I? 

 Boj za preživetje, kot ga razberemo iz pogovora z učiteljem - Mr. P (“You’ve been fighting since 
you were born,” he said. “You fought off that brain surgery. You fought off… all the drunks and 
drug addicts. You kept your hope.” (p. 34). Navede vsaj en primer, ki nakazuje, kako je Arnold 
premagal celo vrsto neugodnih okoliščin (težko bolan otrok, fizično šibak, družinske okoliščine, 
nespodbudno družbeno okolje - pomanjkanje volje in energije za spremembe itn.). 

 Odnos drugih do Arnolda (žaljenje, vzdevki, pretepi v rezervatu (“It's safer to stay at home. So I 
mostly hang out alone in my bedroom and read books and draw cartoons.”) Njegov zaščitnik 
je Rowdy. 

 Tudi na Reardanu se norčujejo iz njegovega imena (Junior). 

 Pretep z Rogerjem: “Did you know that Indians are living proof that niggers fuck buffalo?” 

 Na Reardanu ga je sram priznati, da je reven (pozabljena denarnica). 

 Soočanje s smrtjo psa (Rowdy mu je povedal: »Nobody would miss me if I was gone”). 

 Soočanje s smrtjo bližnjih: babice, očetovega najboljšega prijatelja (Eugene), sestre Mary. 

 Občutek nepripadnosti: “I guess it was hard to compare me to players from the past. I wasn’t 
from the town not originally, so I would always be an outsider. And no matter how good I was, 
I would always be an Indian.” (p. 144). 

 Obe tekmi proti Wellpinit High School.  

 Odhod iz rezervata – menjava šole: novo okolje, rasa, navade (bogatih) belcev. 

 “No matter how old I get, I think I’m always going to be scared of falling.” Z Rowdyjem 
splezata na visoko drevo pri jezeru. (p. 174). 

 Občutki ob zapuščanju skupnosti (“I hoped and prayed that they would someday forgive me 
for leaving them. I hoped and prayed that I would someday forgive myself for leaving them.” 
(p. 183). 

 Za pravico do ubiranja svoje poti. 

 Boj samim s sabo pred košarkarsko tekmo, ko se je prepričal/zavestno odločil, da se ne bo vdal 
nikomur in ničemur itn. 

 

Tekmovalec predstavi /pojasni, kakšen je bil učinek, rezultat teh bojev (bitk): “and present the 

outcome of his fighting”.  

 

2. del (dvodelen): Tekmovalec izrazi svoje stališče, odnos (npr. strinjanje, čudenje, …) do 

protagonistovega boja (ali bojev) in predstavi, ali mu je morda v čem podoben, ali pa se od njega 

razlikuje, in v čem. Svoje razmišljanje obvezno tudi podpre.  

 

V pisnem sestavku mora tekmovalec dokazati, da pozna književno besedilo, ne pa da, na primer, zgolj 

navaja posamezna imena in/ali podatke in ob njih razmišlja zunaj predvidenih tem oz. motivov.

Dolžina besedila je ustrezna in 

ne odstopa bistveno od predvidene. Tekmovalec mestoma ne upošteva predvidenih 

podtem. Prisotna so posamezna zastranjevanja in/ali leporečenje. 

2 Vsebina je delno ustrezna, prisotne so vsebinske nejasnosti in/ali nedoslednosti. 

Premalo je podprta z dokazi iz romana oz. utemeljitvami. Besedilo vsebuje 

nepotrebne podatke in nerelevantne podrobnosti ali ponavlja vsebino. Tekmovalec 

vključi in dobro razvije eno predlagano iztočnico, druge le delno. Dolžina besedila 

bistveno odstopa od predvidene. Zastranjevanje in/ali leporečenje (dolgovezenje) je 

pogostejše/izrazito. 

1 Vsebina je v glavnem neustrezna, ni ustrezno razvita. Besedilo je pretežno 

naštevanje brez ustreznih dokazov iz romana oz. drugih utemeljitev in podpor. 

Dolžina besedila bistveno odstopa od predvidene. 

0 Vsebina je v celoti neustrezna ali besedila ni oz. je bistveno prekratko za presojo.  

 

 

Značilnosti vsebine drugega sestavka: 

 Tekmovalec piše v prvi osebi ednine. 

 Piše blog, lahko pričakujemo, da nekako nagovarja bralce, ki so obenem lahko tudi sledilci, kar 

pomeni, da so kot taki že seznanjeni z določeno vsebino (zato npr. lahko pričakujemo manj 

pojasnjevanja, kdo je kdo; navezovanje na dnevnik itd.) 

 Vključi in razvije vse dele iztočnice. Pri pregledovanju vzorčnih primerov je DTK ugotovila, 

izpuščanje delov, na primer, pri prvi iztočnici del, ki sprašuje po tem, kako je Arnold vplival na 

druge), ipd. 

 Pri prvi iztočnici  tekmovalec podrobneje predstavi le ENO osebo – pogosto tekmovalci 

omenjajo več kot eno osebo, ki je vplivala na Arnoldovo življenje (oz. meja z drugo(-imi) je 

precej zabrisana), 
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 Prva iztočnica je primerno/dobro razvita, če tekmovalec navede in obrazloži, KAKO in ZAKAJ 

konkretno je izbrana  oseba vplivala na Arnoldovo življenje, ne pričakujemo pa splošnega 

povzemanja dogodkov, ki se nanašajo na izbrano osebo in ki ne nudijo relevantnih informacij. 

Na primer, če tekmovalec izbere Mary kot eno izmed ključnih oseb, ki so pomembno vplivale 

na Arnoldovo življenje, ne opisuje Maryjinega življenja, kot ga vidimo v romanu, temveč 

obrazloži, kako je njeno vedenje ali pa njena smrt vplivala na Arnolda. 

 Pri drugi iztočnici tekmovalec izpostavi ODNOSE in ne zgolj osebe, ki so pripomogle k temu, da 

je Arnold "danes" tak, kot je. 

 Čeprav tekmovalec tudi pri tretji iztočnici piše v prvi osebi (kakor da je Arnold), ni nujno, da 

vleče vzporednice z romanom; dopuščamo, da izraža mnenja in stališča, ki odražajo 

tekmovalca samega. Navede, ali se mu zdi pomembno, da stopamo v različne odnose in jih 

ohranjamo  (npr. otrok-starš, brat-sestra, otrok-učitelj, vrstniki, sošolci, dekle-fant …itn.) in s 

primerom ali dvema ponazori ta svoj pogled.   

Še nekaj opaženih šibkosti: 

• Tekmovalci ne upoštevajo dovolj iztočnic. Na vsebino vpliv tem iz nalog, ki so bila na 
tekmovanjih v prejšnjih letih. 

• Pri večdelnih iztočnicah izpustijo del. 
• Besedilo je predolgo. Lahko je sicer dobro  napisano, a je preveč gostobesedno, lahko vsebuje 

preveč nerelevantnih podatkov  in preveč pripovedi; manjka jedrnatost. Posamezna besedila  
krepko presegajo omejitve dolžine, tudi do dvakratne zgornje meje. 

 

 

*ustreznost:  Perspektiva: tekmovalec se mora postaviti v vlogo Arnolda nekaj let po nastanku 

dnevnika (mlada odrasla oseba). Če ne upošteva tega navodila, štejemo, da so vse iztočnice le delno 

ustrezno razvite in lahko dobi za vsebino največ tri točke.  

V tem pisnem sestavku od tekmovalca pričakujemo, da se bo tematsko navezal na obe vodilni temi, 

predstavljeni v iztočnicah. Prvi dve iztočnici se vsebinsko navezujeta na roman, v tretji tekmovalec  

predstavi Arnoldova mnenja oz. stališča ter izkušnje, lahko tudi po nastanku dnevnika. 

*izvirnost: Presoja, v kolikšni meri so iztočnice razvite na podlagi tekmovalčeve samostojne presoje in 

razmišljanja.  

*iztočnice: Pri vrednotenju bodimo pozorni na večdelnost iztočnic (npr. glagoli choose, explain, justify 

itn.). Če niso razviti vsi deli, je iztočnica samo delno razvita, četudi je morda en del razmeroma bogat. 

Tekmovalec si lahko pogojno (delno) tudi sam izbere vrstni red iztočnic (Pozor, zadnja: Finish …), 

vendar mora biti besedilo smiselno, koherentno in ustrezno zaokroženo. Tekmovalec vključi iztočnice, 

če jih samo omeni (prepiše iz navodil), a jih ne razširi. Iztočnice so razvite, če tekmovalec besedilo 

obogati s širšim opisom, utemeljitvijo ipd.  

Besedilo mora biti dobro povezano in zaokroženo. Posamezni odstavki niso zapisani kot neposreden 

odgovor na iztočnice. 

 

*Dolžina: Če besedilo nekoliko odstopa od predvidene dolžine, a je koherentno in smiselno, zaradi 

tega ne odštevamo točk. Besedila s približno dvakratnim predvidenim največjim obsegom besed (in 

več), pri katerih predolgo pisanje ni upravičeno s kakovostno vsebino, ovrednotimo z največ 3 točkami 
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pri tem kriteriju. Če tekmovalec pretirava v dolžini besedila in z več primeri ne doda bistvene 

podkrepitve, se to šteje kot slabost.  

OPOMBE:  

Če je vsebina popolnoma neustrezna oziroma sestavek ne ustreza naslovu in ne kaže učenčevega 

poznavanja književnega dela, nalogo v celoti ovrednotimo z 0 točkami.  

Če tekmovalec v prvi in drugi iztočnici ne dokaže poznavanja književnega dela, vsebino ocenimo z 

največ 1 točko.  

Če je vsebina ocenjena z 1 točko, lahko dobi tekmovalec pri  drugih kriterijih največ po 2 točki.  

Ocenjevalci pa ne vrednotijo stališč in vrednot, ki jih izraža tekmovalec, tokrat v osebi Arnolda, ne 

glede na to, koliko se strinjajo oziroma ne strinjajo z njimi.

V 1. iztočnici navede in utemelji, v 2. iztočnici primerja, 

pojasni, v 3. iztočnici pa izrazi in utemelji svoje poglede ali izkušnje (podrobneje v nadaljevanju). 

  

*izvirnost:  Presodili boste, v kolikšni meri so iztočnice razvite na podlagi tekmovalčeve samostojne 

presoje in razmišljanja, ne zgolj navajanja, npr. iz romana. Razmišljanje občasno presega klišejsko 

pisanje. 
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*iztočnice:  Pri vrednotenju bodite pozorni na večdelnost iztočnic. Če niso razviti vsi deli, je iztočnica 

samo delno razvita, četudi je morda en del razmeroma bogat. Menjavanje vrstnega reda iztočnic je 

pri tej nalogi oteženo.

1. iztočnica:  

 Give a few examples of Arnold’s choices between being a part of a community and being an 

individual and explain which means more to him. Which event, in your opinion, exemplifies his 

struggles best, and why? 
 

Pričakovana vsebina:  

 

V romanu je Arnold nenehno postavljen v situacijo, ko se mora odločati med tem, ali je bolje, da 
izkaže pripadnost neki skupini ali pa, da se nanje ne ozira in izbere, kar je dobro zanj. Tekmovalci  
predstavijo vsaj dva primera iz romana (ali več)  in se opredelijo do tega, ali se Arnold podredi večini 
ali ne, na primer: 

 biti Indijanec ali Američan (splošno), 
 biti povprečen ali dober dijak, 
 biti kot ostali belski najstniki ali ne, 
 igrati proti domači ekipi ali ne ipd. 

Izberejo in predstavijo en dogodek, ki je zanje najbolj reprezentativen in svojo odločitev  tudi 
argumentirajo ter podkrepijo z dokazi iz romana. Ni nujno, da izpostavljeni dogodek sovpada s 
primeri, ki jih tekmovalci navedejo pri razvijanju prvega dela iztočnice, na primer: 

 met učbenika, 

 prešolanje, 

 del košarkarske ekipe. 
 

Primeri:  

 Tudi ko je Arnold del skupnosti (najstnikov na šoli) izstopa zaradi svoje bolezni, kar je vidno in 
ga dela za individualista, tudi kadar nima želje po izstopanju. Zaradi tega je deležen 
nerazumevanja, najstniškega nasilja, zmerjanja. Rowdy, ki je del njegove mini skupine dveh, 
mu nudi oporo. 

 Ko je del razreda,  tudi izstopa, saj ga moti stanje, kakršno je. Ne želi biti del tega, zato se 
upre (vrže učbenik); želi si sprememb, drugačnih možnosti, kljub temu, da tega nihče drug v 
skupini ne izpostavi, pričakuje ali zahteva.  

 Ko je del indijanske skupnosti, je do nje kritičen, vidi slabosti in ne želi biti del njih (alkohol, 
nasilje, vdanost v usodo) - želi si biti ‘sprememba’ in spremeniti svojo usodo. Prvič se 
izpostavi kot posameznik in ne del skupine namensko in z zavedanjem, da njegova odločitev 
ne bo pozitivno sprejeta, kljub temu ga razsežnost nestrinjanja prizadene. Dvomi, ta 
odločitev ga še posebej skrbi, ko izgubi svojo ‘mini skupnost’, ko ga zapusti njegov najboljši -
edini prijatelj. 

 Ko pride na novo šolo, najprej ni del skupnosti - je individualist (edini Indijanec na šoli), ki si 
zelo želi postati del skupnosti, pozornost in potrditve išče v razredu. Uspeh doživi pri Gordyju, 
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ki tudi ni del skupnosti in skupaj tvorita novo ‘mini skupino’. Ta skupina se oblikuje počasi 
navidezno (površinsko), potem tudi globlje (v pomoč je šport, uspeh, popularnost). 

 Ko postane del košarkarske ekipe, postane del skupnosti - tam je sprejet, cenjen. Ta skupnost 
prispeva tudi k njegovemu uspehu v skupnosti šolarjev. Pridobiva na popularnosti, izgublja 
status individualista in postaja del ekipe (še vedno pa so vidne stvari pri katerih izstopa - 
finance, kostum, vendar ugotavlja, da izstopajo tudi drugi, da imajo tudi drugi težave). 

 Ko odigrajo tekmo z novo ekipo proti njegovi stari, se ta dilema individualist ali del skupnosti 
najbolj izpostavi po odločitvi o prešolanju (ki je bila prvi veliki bum); zaboli ga, zavrnitev 
oziroma reakcija skupnosti mu povzroči mnogo mešanih občutkov (ali se veseliti z novo ekipo 
ali tarnati, ker je njegova pripadnost tej ekipi razumljena kot njegova pripadnost tej skupini - 
‘belcem’ in ne Indijancem? Ali to res pomeni, da jih je izdal, da ni eden od njih?) 

 Skupnost, kateri ves čas pripada, je tudi njegova družina - z njo ima zelo nenavaden odnos. S 
sestro naj bi si bila blizu, a le ta živi v kleti in sprejema odločitve kot individualistka; Arnold 
ima z mamo in očetom ‘hladen’ odnos. Do njiju je oster, čeprav njuno početje opravičuje, 
občasno mu nudita pomoč (denar, podpora, hrana). Včasih pa je prepuščen tudi samemu 
sebi. Moč in nasvet poišče pri babici, ki je njegova ‘skala’. A tudi tu je, kljub temu, da je del te 
skupine, pogosto individualist, saj imajo vsi veliko dela sami s seboj, babica pa  s skupnostjo. 

 Albert ni lik, ki bi se podrejal večini. Včasih to stori le začasno ali ko ne vidi realne oz. 
izvedljive druge možnosti (npr. nova šola, nov razred). 

 

 

2. iztočnica:  

 Compare how Arnold himself and others see his struggles between the two options. 

 

Pričakovana vsebina:  

 

Arnold bije notranje boje, kako krmariti med obema možnostma, in sprejme tudi kakšen kompromis, 
medtem ko so drugi, predvsem njegova indijanska skupnost, do njegovih odločitvah manj 
razumevajoči. Ko se Arnold odloči zapustiti rezervat, je za ostale Indijance to znak izdaje, kar mu tudi 
jasno pokažejo. 

 Arnold sebe vidi kot pionirja, samotarja, tistega, ki gre po novi, svoji poti, da bi prišel do cilja, 
ki bi ga rešil iz začaranega kroga, iz rezervata, iz življenja, ki bi ga živel, če ne bi vnesel te 
spremembe (slaba izobrazba, obupanost, nezaposljivost, alkoholizem, razočaranje, krivda 
drugih-družbe, sveta; imeti družino in isto sliko prenesti na njih, ker bodo imeli enake pogoje 
ali možnosti - začaran krog). 

 Drugi na rezervatu ga vidijo kot nekoga, ki bi moral biti del skupine, a je  ‘izdajalec’, 
povzpetnež, čudak … nekdo, ki je obrnil hrbet svojim koreninam in zapuščini, svoji skupnosti. 
Morda gre tudi za zavist, ker si je to upal (a to v romanu ni jasno izraženo). Ob koncu se slika 
malo spremeni in ni več povsem izključen iz skupnosti. Tudi z Rowdijem ponovno gradita 
odnos. Videti je, kot da je potrebno pustiti stvarem ali ljudem čas. 

 Na drugi - novi šoli ga vidijo kot individualista in ne del skupnosti, ker izstopa po videzu, 
kasneje tudi po njegovih lastnostih in pogledih. Čez čas, ko ga bolje spoznajo, ga začnejo 
dojemati kot del skupine, predvsem zaradi košarke in njegove večje popularnosti. 

 

3. iztočnica:  

 Present your personal views or experience about being a member of a group or class or family 

or community and when being an individual outweighs ‘strength in numbers’. 
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Pričakovana vsebina:  

 

Tekmovalci podajo svoje mnenje ali izkušnje. Ta točka je precej odprta, glede na njihove izkušnje, 
interese in okoliščine. Zelo dobro je, če potegnejo vzporednice z Arnoldom oz. romanom in povežejo 
vse tri točke med seboj, da zadnja ni le navržena kot nek dodatek. 
 

Primer za mnenje: pripadnost je del človeka, saj je človek socialno bitje in potrebuje soljudi za 
preživetje, ker si med seboj pomagamo; včasih pa zaradi pritiskov družbe in želje po pripadnosti 
sprejemamo odločitve, ki za nas niso najboljše in zato smo lahko tudi nesrečni.  

Tekmovalci  lahko izhajajo iz svojih izkušenj. Ustrezno je tudi, če svojo izkušnjo primerjajo z 
Arnoldovo, če je ta primerjava navedena le kot primer oz. je bolj kot ne le omenjena.     

Primeri: 

 Šolske situacije - npr. izbira srednje šole, situacija iz njihovega razreda ali manjše učne 
skupine ter njihova vloga v njej. 

 Lahko izpostavijo kakšen šport, ki ga trenirajo, skupinski ali individualen, ter kakšno vlogo 
imajo v njem, kako se soočajo z njo in kaj jim le ta predstavlja. 

 Družina - ožja ali, prav tako pa tudi prijatelji oziroma manjše skupine; soseska; narodnost; itd. 
 Morda je kdo član orkestra, zbora, gledališke skupine, ali pa solist. 
 Morda bo kdo dodal na koncu še kakšen nasvet, sporočilo, misel o tem, kaj je boljše, lažje, 

primernejše - biti individualist ali del skupnosti oz. skupine.         

 

 

*dolžina: Če je besedilo predolgo, a koherentno in smiselno, zaradi tega ne odštevamo točk.   

Pri vrednotenju bodite pozorni na primere razvlečenega pisanja, nepotrebnega besedičenja in 

praznega ponavljanja (veliko besed, malo vsebine), navajanje  splošnih trditev, ponavljanje besednih 

zvez ali rabo mašil (so yeah), navajanje nerelevantnih podatkov, zastranjevanja, ipd. Še posebej, a ne 

vedno, se to vidi pri predolgih besedilih, s katerimi nekateri tekmovalci poskušajo napraviti dober 

vtis.

1. MEET THE AUTHOR SHERMAN ALEXIE  

 

Read the text and answer the questions below. In your answers, be as brief as possible. The 

first answer (0) is an example. 

Sherman Alexie was born on October 7, 1966, in Wellpinit, 

Washington. He's a Native American writer whose poetry, 

short stories, novels, and films about the lives of American 

Indians won him international fame. 

He suffered from congenital hydrocephalus and underwent 

surgery when he was six months old. Though the procedure 

did not affect his ability to learn, he suffered harsh side 

effects, including seizures, in his childhood. As a boy, he 

was much influenced by his maternal grandmother, a 

spiritual leader of the Spokane, who died when he was 

eight. He went off the reservation to attend an all-

white high school, where he was an honour student and 

class president. His experiences there later fuelled a young-adult novel, The Absolutely True 

Diary of a Part-Time Indian (2007), which won a National Book Award for Young People’s 

Literature. Alexie earned a scholarship to Spokane’s Gonzaga University, where he studied for 

two years (1985–87) and began drinking heavily. He later graduated from Washington State 

University (B.A., 1991) and credited a poetry course he took there, which helped him find his 

voice as a writer. 

Alexie’s first book was a volume of poetry, I Would Steal Horses (1992). Shortly after its 

publication he quit drinking. The same year, he produced The Business of Fancydancing, a book 

combining prose and poetry. Being a productive writer, he published in 1993 two more books 

of poetry—First Indian on the Moon and Old Shirts & New Skins—and The Lone Ranger and 

Tonto Fistfight in Heaven, a collection of linked stories that won the PEN/Hemingway Award 

for best first book of fiction. 

Reservation Blues (1995) was Alexie’s first novel. In it he theorized a visit by blues 

legend Robert Johnson to Big Mom (a character based on Alexie’s own grandmother) as a 

means of examining life on the reservation and the issues facing Indians—a term Alexie 

preferred to “Native Americans,” which he considered a nonsense term born of white guilt. 

Alexie followed this with another volume of poetry, a thriller and a series of award-winning 

short story collections. The latter won him several awards. His 2007 novel Flight centres on a 

teenage orphan who travels through time, viewing moments of historical and personal

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significance through the eyes of others. Alexie also contributed writing on a variety of subjects 

to the Seattle weekly The Stranger. In the memoir You Don’t Have to Say You Love Me (2017), 

he recounted his complicated relationship with his mother. 

In addition to writing books, Alexie was involved in filmmaking. He wrote the screenplay for 

and produced Smoke Signals (1998), based on the story “This Is What It Means to Say Phoenix, 

Arizona” from The Lone Ranger and Tonto Fistfight in Heaven. He also wrote a screenplay for 

and directed The Business of Fancydancing, based loosely on his book of the same name. 

Alexie collaborated with others to write music for his movies as well. Noted for his frankness, 

quick wit, and harsh sense of humour, he was a popular speaker and performer, and he 

appeared on such television programs as The Colbert Report.

The first documented celebration of Columbus Day in the United States took place in New York 

City in 1792, on the 300th anniversary of Columbus’s arrival in the Western Hemisphere. The 

holiday originated as an annual celebration of Italian–American heritage in San Francisco in 

1869. In 1934, at the request of the Knights of Columbus and New York City’s Italian 

community, President Franklin Delano Roosevelt declared the first national observance of 

Columbus Day. President Roosevelt and the U.S. Congress made October 12 a national holiday 

in 1937. In 1972 President Richard Nixon signed a proclamation making the official date of the 

holiday the second Monday in October.

In the minds of many Native people throughout the Western Hemisphere, however, is the fact 

that the colonial takeovers of the Americas, starting with Columbus, led to the deaths of 

millions of Native people and the forced assimilation of survivors.

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Indigenous Peoples’ Day recognizes that Native people are the first inhabitants of the 

Americas, including the lands that later became the United States of America. And it urges 

Americans to rethink history. 

The movement to replace Columbus Day with Indigenous Peoples’ Day has gained momentum 

and spread to states, cities, and towns across the United States. The first state to rename 

Columbus Day was South Dakota in 1990. Berkeley, California, became the first city to make 

the change in 1992, when the city council renamed Columbus Day as Indigenous Peoples’ Day. 

In 2015, an estimated 6,000 Native people and their supporters gathered at Randall’s Island, 

New York, to recognize the survival of the Indigenous peoples of the Western Hemisphere. The 

demonstration’s success and the worldwide media attention it attracted planted the seeds for 

creating an Indigenous Peoples’ Day in New York City.

Even so, in 2018 Columbus mythology continues to be 

young American students’ first introduction to encountering 

different cultures, ethnicities, and peoples. Teaching more 

accurate and complete stories and different perspectives is 

key to rethinking history. Universities and schools across the 

country are considering this and have changed the holiday’s 

name. In September 2018 the Smithsonian Museum 

and Teaching for Change, a Washington-based national 

education organization, hosted an Indigenous People’s 

Curriculum Day and Teach-In for more than 100 teachers 

working with students from kindergarten through 12th 

grade.

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The Teach-In began with a presentation by Dr. Sarah Shear, assistant professor of Social 

Studies Education at Penn State University–Altoona. Her research includes an interesting 

statistic: 87 percent of references to Native Americans in U.S. educational programs are in the 

context of American history before 1900. The research also points to a Euro-American 

description of facts that continues with the marginalization of Indigenous cultures and 

knowledge.  

But things are changing. On Monday, October 8, 2018, states, cities, towns, counties, 

community groups, churches, universities, schools, and other institutions observed Indigenous 

Peoples’ Day or Native American Day with activities that raised awareness of the rich history, 

culture, and traditions of the Indigenous peoples of the Americas.
