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ZGODOVINA ZBOROVSKEGA BUMA

Zborovski BUM je najvecje pevsko praznovanje v Sloveniji — dogodek, ki zdruzuje osnovnosolske
mladinske pevce iz vse drZave. To ni le koncert, ampak je pravo dozZivetje, kjer se otroci povezejo v
pesmi, slovenski besedi in radosti skupnega petja.

Zacelo se je leta 2012 v Mariboru, ko je na Trgu Leona Stuklja prvi¢ zadonelo so¢asno petje 1435
otrok iz 36 osnovnih %ol Stajerske. Leto kasneje se je dogodek razsiril na nacionalno raven — 4744
pevcev iz 154 slovenskih 3ol je napolnilo stadion Ljudski vrt. Leta 2015 je mnoZi¢no petje 6419 otrok
obogatila Se plesna koreografija 323 plesalcev. Leta 2017 je pod dirigentskim vodstvom Simona
Krecica in ob spremljavi simfoni¢nega orkestra SNG Maribor v en glas zapelo 5487 otrok iz 184 Sol.
Pridruzili so se jim tudi vrhunski solisti mariborske opere.

Pobudnica in strokovna vodja projekta je dr. Inge Breznik, svetovalka za glasbeno umetnost na
Zavodu RS za Solstvo. Namen Zborovskega BUMA je bil ponovno obuditi ljubezen do zborovskega
petja med mladimi, dvigniti kakovost vecglasnega petja ter negovati slovenski jezik in kulturo. Tako je
v ozadju na videz zabavne prireditve tudi pomembno izobrazevalno poslanstvo.

Od leta 2013 do 2017 se je Zborovski BUM tradicionalno odvijal vsaki dve leti pod okriljem Zavoda RS
za Solstvo, v organizaciji Narodnega doma Maribor in Mestne obcine Maribor, nato pa so ga prepletli
regijski in drzavni dogodki. Epidemija je za nekaj ¢asa prekinila tradicijo, a smo jo v letu 2022 ozivili z

mini Zborovskimi BUM-i po vsej Sloveniji.

Po sedmih letih se drzavni Zborovski BUM vra¢a — mocan, sréen in nepozaben! Tokrat bo sredisce
tega edinstvenega pevskega praznika mesto Celje, ki bo na Siroko odprlo svoja vrata v soboto, 5.

Vec kot 5000 mladih pevcev iz 160 osnovnih Sol bo zdruZilo glasove ob spremljavi Mladinskega
pihalnega orkestra Glasbene Sole Celje, pod taktirko Gasperja Salobirja. Skupaj pripravljajo
koncertni spektakel, ki ga snujejo Ze od lanske jeseni.

Repertoar poleg himne zajema devet pesmi slovenskih avtorjev, ki so bile v zadnjih 15 letih
najveckrat izvajane med mladinskimi Solskih pevskimi zbori v Sloveniji.

Prvi pokoronski drzavni Zborovski BUM bo vrhunec Mednarodnega mladinskega pevskega festivala
Celje 2025, najstarejSega pevskega festivala v Sloveniji, ki Ze od leta 1946 uvrsca Celje na pevski
zemljevid Evrope. Festival, ki je nekdaj potekal bienalno, zdaj vsako leto gosti najboljSe otroske in
mladinske zbore, Zborovski BUM pa se z njim vraca k svojim koreninam — skupnemu petju mladih.

Zborovski BUM 2025 bo vec kot le koncert — bo zakljucek festivala s podelitvijo festivalskih nagrad
in priznanj. Leta 2027 bo festival praznoval ¢astitljivih 80 let!

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HISTORY OF THE CHORAL BOOM

The Choral BOOM is the largest singing celebration in Slovenia — an event that brings together
elementary school youth singers from all over the country. It is not just a concert, but a real
experience where children connect in song, Slovenian words, and the joy of singing together.

It began in 2012 in Maribor, when the simultaneous singing of 1,435 children from 36 elementary
schools in Stajerska first echoed in Leon Stukelj Square. A year later, the event expanded to the
national level — 4,744 singers from 154 Slovenian schools filled the Ljudski vrt stadium. In 2015, the
mass singing of 6,419 children was enriched by a dance choreography of 323 dancers. In 2017, under
the baton of Simon Kreci¢ and accompanied by the symphony orchestra of SNG Maribor, 5,487
children from 184 schools sang in unison. They were also joined by top soloists from the Maribor
opera.

The initiator and professional leader of the project is Dr. Inge Breznik, advisor for music art at the
Institute of the Republic of Slovenia for Education. The purpose of the Choral BOOM was to revive
the love for choral singing among young people, to raise the quality of polyphonic singing, and to
nurture the Slovenian language and culture. Thus, behind the seemingly fun event is also an
important educational mission.

From 2013 to 2017, Zborovski BUM traditionally took place every two years under the auspices of the
Institute of Education of the Republic of Slovenia, organized by the Narodni dom Maribor and the
Municipality of Maribor,

and then regional and national events were intertwined. The epidemic interrupted the tradition for a
while, but we revived it in 2022 with mini Choral BOOMs throughout Slovenia.

CHORAL BOOM 2025 — RETURN IN STYLE!

After seven years, the national Choral BOOM returns — strong, heartfelt, and unforgettable! This
time, the center of this unique singing celebration will be the city of Celje, which will open its doors
wide on Saturday, April 5, 2025, at 3 p.m. in the Zlatorog Hall.

More than 5,200 young singers from 160 elementary schools will join their voices accompanied by
the Celje Music School Youth Wind Orchestra, under the baton of Gasper Salobir. Together, they are
preparing a concert spectacle that they have been planning since last fall.

In addition to the anthem, the repertoire includes nine songs by Slovenian authors that have been
performed most often by youth school choirs in Slovenia in the last 15 years.

The first post-corona national Choral BOOM will be the highlight of the Celje 2025 International
Youth Choir Festival, the oldest choir festival in Slovenia, which has placed Celje on the European
choir map since 1946. The festival, which used to take place biennially, now hosts the best children's
and youth choirs every year, and the Choral BOOM returns to its roots — the joint singing of young
people.

The Choral BOOM 2025 will be more than just a concert — it will be the conclusion of the festival with
the presentation of festival awards and recognitions. In 2027, the festival will celebrate its venerable
80th anniversary!

The event is being created in cooperation between the Institute of the Republic of Slovenia for
Education, the Municipality of Celje, the Celje Music School, and the Public Institute Celeia Celje,
which is also the organizer of the Celje Youth Choir Festival.

The honorary patronage of the event has been taken over by the President of the Republic of
Slovenia, Dr. Natasa Pirc Musar.
